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Background: 

The Township of St. Joseph applies to the Canada Summer Jobs Program annually to fund youth work 
experiences that support Parks, Recreation, the Works Department, and the Marina. In 2024, five 
positions were identified for the summer operations of the township. 1.5 positions for Parks and 
recreation, one position for the Works Department, and 2.5 positions to support the Marina. 

Financial Implications: 

This program pays up to 50% of the provincial minimum wage. Participants must work a minimum of 12 
hours per week for a period of six to twenty-three weeks. The hours of work will not exceed 35 hours 
per week. In the past, the township has typically been funded for four students for 8 weeks each. 

Options: 

Council may approve staff to apply for funding for five student positions or may defer or deny the 
request to apply for this funding.

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Background 

Building Faster Fund 
The Building Faster Fund, announced in August 2023, is intended to provide funding to municipalities based on 
meeting specific targets of new housing built by owners/developers in each community. Funding from the Building 
Faster Fund can only be directed toward housing-enabling infrastructure and other related costs that support 
community growth – it is not intended to directly fund housing projects. 

The Building Faster Fund will provide $400 million in new annual funding for three years to municipalities that are 
on target to meet provincial housing targets by 2031. Municipalities that reach 80 per cent of their annual target 
each year will become eligible for funding based on their share of the overall goal of 1.5 million homes. 
Municipalities that exceed their target will receive a bonus on top of their allocation. 

There are 50 municipalities with assigned housing targets representing more than 88 per cent of the provincial 
target of 1.5 million homes. Municipalities that are not achieving at least 80 per cent of their annual assigned 
target will receive no funding. Municipalities specific targets can be found here:

Funding allocations follow this formula: 
If a municipality has a total housing target of 150,000 homes by 2031, this represents 10 per cent of Ontario’s 
target of 1.5 million homes and makes them eligible for $40 million in annual funding, plus bonus. The Building 
Faster Fund provides double the funding for every one percent above 100 per cent of a municipality’s target. 

If this municipality hits 80 percent of their annual housing target, they receive $32 million ($40 million x 80% = 
$32 million). 

If this municipality hits 90 percent of their annual housing target, they receive $36 million ($40 million x 90% = 
$36 million). 

If this municipality hits 105 percent of their annual housing target, they receive $44 million ($40 million x 100% + 
(5% x 2 = 10%) = $44 million). 

If this municipality hits 110 percent of their annual housing target, they receive $48 million ($40 million x 100% + 
(10% x 2 = 20%) = $48 million) 

Small, Rural and Northern Communities 
Ten per cent of the overall funding will be reserved for small, rural, and northern communities that have not yet 
been assigned a housing target by the province to support unique needs and circumstances. 10% of 4 million per 
year represents $40,000,000 to be split between small municipalities. 

The new draft official plan for St. Joseph Island has allowed for multiple dwellings on each property. 
When the Official plan has been adopted the Township will be meeting provincial direction. 

Eligibility requirements and targets have not been set out for small municipalities yet, but Island Municipalities 
will be compliant as a Planning Board from the directions given from the province to date.

More Homes Built Faster Act 
The Province of Ontario passed the More Homes Built Faster Act in 2022. This plan is part of a long-term strategy 
to help build more homes and make life more affordable for Ontario families. 

This act does not provide direct funding to Municipalities to actually build housing, but rather changes rules, 
planning and taxation to encourage developers to increase housing supply in Ontario. This plan addresses the 
crisis by reducing government fees and fixing development approval delays that slow housing construction and 
increase costs. 

Key components of the Act: 

Changes to the Planning Act: With the More Homes Built Faster plan, up to three residential units are permitted 
“as of right” on most land zoned for one home in residential areas without needing a municipal by-law 
amendment. These units would also be exempt from development charges and parkland dedication fees. 
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Supporting the Growth and Standardization of Affordable and Rental Housing: Under the Municipal act 
municipalities may enact bylaws to prohibit and regulate the demolition or conversion of multi-unit residential 
rental properties of six units or more. These by-laws vary among municipalities and can include requirements that 
may limit access to housing or pose as barriers to creating housing supply. 

Freezing, Reducing and Exempting fees for Building Attainable, Affordable and Non-Profit Housing: This includes 
ensuring affordable and inclusionary zoning units, select attainable housing units, and non-profit housing 
developments are exempt from municipal development charges, parkland dedication levies and community 
benefits charges. 

Streamlining Bureaucratic Processes: Changes to the Planning Act removed site plan control requirements for 
most projects with fewer than 10 residential units (with limited exceptions). This will reduce the number of 
required approvals for small housing projects, speeding things up for all housing proposals, while building permits 
and robust building and fire code requirements continue to protect public safety.  

Creating a New Attainable Housing Program: The new program will leverage a range of tools, including surplus 
or underutilized provincial lands and commercial innovation and partnerships to help rapidly build attainable 
homes in mixed-income communities that are more accessible and could help families to build equity. 

Calling for Federal Action on GST/HST: Ontario is calling on the federal government for potential GST/HST 
incentives to support the building of more homes. This could take the form of rebates, exemptions or deferrals of 
GST/HST to support both new ownership housing development and new rental housing development. 

Housing Accelerator Fund – Federal (NOW CLOSED) 
The federal Housing Accelerator Fund through CMHC did fund portions of new builds. It closed in August 2023. 
The program required Municipalities to have a Housing Needs Assessment Report in order to apply.  
This is a comprehensive analysis of current and future housing needs for a community. If council was interested 
in being prepared for a possible re-opening of the intake for the program, an assessment could be done in advance 
by a qualified consultant. This assessment would also help guide council with any other housing-related decisions 
in the near future and may be a valuable resource. 

Financial Implications 
Consultant Fees for a Housing Needs Assessment Report may be considered for budget for 2024.

Financial Implications: 

The 2023 budget for building repairs does not have sufficient funds, as this was an unexpected item and 
the municipality’s procurement policy requires Council approval for items over $1,000 that were not 
considered in the budget. The project allocation for the Replacement of the Emergency Doors and 
Windows will not be completed prior to 2024 and is expected to exceed the allocated funds. The Treasurer 
recommends using a portion of this budgeted amount toward the flooring.  

Options: 

Council may approve staff to apply a portion of the project funds to the PSW Office Floor and engage a 
contractor to complete the work or may defer or deny the request.

Whereas the jury that heard the Carol Culleton, Anastasia Kuzyk, and Nathalie Warmerdam lnquest
(The Renfrew County lnquest) issued 86 recommendations to prevent future deaths and delivered
those recommendations to the Province of Ontario on lntimate Partner Violence; and

Whereas recommendation #1 of the lnquest is for the Province of Ontario to formally declare lntimate
Partner Violence an epidemic; and

Whereas every six days in Canada a woman is killed by her intimate partner; and

Whereas this past year in Ontario, 52 women or one every week, were victims of femicide; and

Whereas gender- and sexually-diverse lndigenous individuals are particularly at risk, being five times
more likely than non-lndigenous gender- and sexually-diverse individuals to experience intimate

Whereas in The City of Sault Ste Marie in 2022, there were 1351 lntimate Partner Violence calls for
service made to Sault Ste Marie Police Service; and

agencies, and municipalities nearly $10 billion dollars per year; and municipalities are on the front lines
